There are Ahadith similar in wording narrated in Sahih Bukhari, Sahih Muslim, and Sunan
Tirmidhi which confirm the bitter coldness of the hellfire, also known as zamhareer.
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Abu Hurayrah (RadiyAllahu Anhu) narrates that Rasulullah (Sallallahu Alayhi Wasallam) said:
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?The hellfire complained to its Lord and said, 7O my Lord! My different parts consume each
other?. So He permitted it to take two breaths, one breath in the winter and one breath in the
summer, and this is the extreme heat you find in summer and the extreme cold you find.?
