At times, the essential takbir, because of this hurry, is
dragged into the Ruku', where it does not belong. Given this situation, will the salah be valid?

A: This rakah will not be counted as valid- Standing, even if it be for a while, and saying
Allahu-Akbar in that standing position is necessary. One goes for Ruku after having done that.
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
